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How do I display a layer on the map? 

 

On the bottom left of the application, switch from the Home Panel 

to the Layers tab. 

You will see categories of Layers.  Expand the layer group and

How do I find a specific layer?   

 
Using the Filter can quickly find a layer in SaanichMap. 
 
In the Layers panel, start typing a name in Filter Layers…   If available, it 
will be displayed and you can check the display box.  There are over 100 
layers published on SaanichMap.

Why do some layers not display on the map when I check them? 

 
Some layers automatically turn off at 
scales where it is too cluttered to 
show and the layer name will appear 
gray. 
 
 



 
To show a layer, you can click on the > arrow beside a layer name to open more options.  
 

 
This will bring up a list of actions and you can 
click on Zoom to visible scale to see the layer 
on the map. 
 
 
 

 
 
 

 

 

 

 

Can I change coordinate projections? 

 
Yes. The Coordinates Widget along the bottom of the display lets you switch from UTM to 
Latitude/Longitude and displays coordinates in the chosen format. 

 
Tip: As you pan around the map, notice 
the coordinate numbers changing.
