Background

To be Cordova Bay Elementary School
successful, Active and Safe Routes to School involves many groups,
including parents, students and school administration, school
boards, municipal staff, public health, and local law enforcement
agencies.

In 2015 the District of Saanich began work with the CRD, individual
school Principals, Parent Advisory Committees, and the School
District to develop planning documents to help guide future
infrastructure decisions and identify solutions to problems in each
school’s vicinity. Every school community has its own concerns and
suggestions for ways to reduce or eliminate them. Each solution
might be the responsibility of a different municipal department or even level of government. The purpose of
this document is to provide an update to the school community on work that has been completed, and what is
still left to do.
